ORGANIZATION OF INSTRUCTION

The Board is responsible for public education, kindergarten through grade 12, throughout the
District.
The grouping and housing of instructional levels in school facilities and the administration of
instructional programs will be in accordance with plans developed by the superintendent and
administrative staff and approved by the Board.
The Board authorizes the following grade level organization:

1. elementary school: composed of grades kindergarten through 5;

2. middle school: composed of grades 6 through 8;

3. high school: composed of grades 9 through 12.
When circumstances require changes, this pattern may be revised for part or all of the District by

the Board, upon the recommendation of the superintendent.
